THE SEVEN-SEALED BOOK

And I beheld, and, lo, in the midst of
the throne and of the four beasts, and in
the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb as
it had been sla‘n, having seven horns and
seven eyes which are the seven Spirits of
God sent forth into all the earth.

‘““As above so
states the Law of Analogy,

The Hermetic axiom,
below,”’

which is ‘‘the master key to all mys-
teries.”” The great world about us is
the macroeosm, man is the microcosm.
The ““book . . . . sealed with seven seals’’
mentioned in this passage symbolizes
man, the microcosm.

For wmons and =ons humanity has
been enmeshed in the bonds of mate-
riality and selfishness, but the coming
of the Christ as indwelling Planetary
Spirit of the earth brought the firgt
direet spiritual impulse to man and
wrought definite changes in his con-
gtitution.
