Wisdom Teachings:

“‘In the beginning of a Day of Mani-
festation it is taught that a certain
Great Being (designated in the Western
‘Worid by the name of God, but by other
names in other parts of the carth) limits
Himself to a certain portion of space,
in which he elects to create a solar sys-
tem for the evolution of added self-
consciousnss.
